USING CONVERSATION QUESTIONS IN THE CLASSROOM

Let me begin by saying, these tips on how to use conversation questions in the classroom are
based on what I have found to work in my classes. You may have to tweak or disregard some of

my advice to accommodate your own teaching style. With that in mind, let’s get started.
First, let’s talk about how much time to allocate for questions. When planning lessons, I most
often follow a rough rule of a minimum of one minute per question and a maximum of three
minutes per question. That doesn’t really indicate how much time they will spend on each

individual question; it’s just a rough estimate for judging the amount of time it will take to finish

a set of questions.

So if you give your students ten questions, you'll burn between ten to thirty minutes of class time.
Now of course this isn’t a steadfast rule. There will always be exceptions. All things considered

though, about twenty minutes for ten questions is the average for my classes.

Another quick point, if you can limit how many questions they see at a time (using PowerPoint or
spaced handouts) they will answer questions more fully and take more time. I find showing them

five questions at a time makes for a good pace.

Group Size

Next, you need to decide how many students to put into each group. As a general rule of thumb I
find that three students in a group is the ideal number. I say this because with three students
everyone gets a good chance to talk but there are still enough people to have a rich reservoir of

ideas to discuss.

Two students really maximize talking time, but often the two students don’t get along or you

might have two shy students that end up together.

Four students can work, but often there isn’t enough talk time for each student and shy students

teel like they are on stage every time they talk.

Five students in a group is far too many and often they just won’t talk. All this being said,

ultimately it comes down to the dynamics of your class and its size.
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If you have a really talkative class with a good dynamic, putting them in pairs works well. Groups
of four generally work best with groups of shy students, because they feel more pressure to speak

if everyone in the group is silent.

Mistakes are okay

Assure your students that mistakes are okay. Tell them they should try to produce the target
grammar correctly. If they make mistakes unrelated to the target grammar, let them know that it’s
okay. Tell them that you are happy when they make mistakes because that means they are trying

new and difficult ways of saying things.

One thing to stress is that they shouldn’t be speaking their native language. It is better to say

something that is incorrect or unclear in English than correctly and clearly in their first language.

Let the conversation flow

Another important point to stress is that they are free to discuss more than just the questions.
Even though you are trying to focus on practicing grammar, a natural conversation moves from
one subject to another; and this is what you want in your classes as well. As long as they are

racticing the target grammar most of the time, don’t get involved.

Very often students will treat questions like an ordered set of goals to accomplish. Let them know

if they don’t discuss them all, that’s okay!

If they spend the whole time talking about just one question, that’s great. It means they are
having a natural conversation. Just make sure they are speaking only in English! I tell my students
they can discuss whatever questions they think are interesting. If they don’t think any questions

are interesting, they should make their own questions.

Keep out of the discussion

After you have put the students into groups and they are talking, there is one important point to
remember. Stay out of the discussion! I know it may be tempting to make a comment, but this is

their time to discuss.

The only time you should be interrupting their discussion is when they ask you for help.
Sometimes you can interject if a student is repeatedly using the target grammar incorrectly. You

don’t want them practicing the grammar point incorrectly. Otherwise, stay out of the discussion.

So what are you doing while they are discussing? You are monitoring each group’s discussion and

taking notes.

Take notes

While you are monitoring your students’ discussion, you should be taking notes. Take note of any
errors that are being made repeatedly (i.e. errors in grammar, pronunciation or vocabulary use),
especially problems with the target grammar. Write down some specific sentences that contain

common errors you hear or that contain errors you wish to work on.

Decide which errors or mistakes would be useful to go over with the class and at the end of class
or at the end of the discussion go over some of these mistakes and errors. When you go over the
errors, keep them anonymous and let students know that it’s a good thing if they see their mistake
on the board. You might let the class try to correct the errors or correct them yourself for the class

depending on how much time you have.

So those are the tips I have for using conversation questions in an adult ESL class. You may find
that these tips don’t suit your teaching style. Give them a try and if they don’t mesh with your
teaching style, try something different. Every teacher teaches differently and every student learns

differently. Ultimately the goal is to find what works best for you and your class.

SIMPLE PAST

To form the simple past, add —ed to the verb for regular verbs in affirmative sentences.
We use the simple past to:
Talk about an action that was completed once in the past.

He talked to the CEQ yesterday.
Talk about an action that was completed multiple times in the past.

She walked to school every day for a month. (She doesn’t walk to school anymore.)
Talk about something that was true for some time in the past but isn’t true now.

We worked together in the same office. (They don’t work in the same office anymore.)

Use did to form questions and did + not (didn’t) to form negatives. When did is used in a

sentence it shows the past tense so the verb stays in its base form.

He worked.
Where did he work?
Did he work?

He didn’t work.

There are irregular verbs. Unlike regular verbs, irregular verbs change form unpredictably and

need to be memorized.

They ate.

What did they eat?
They ate steak.

Did they drink wine?

No, they drank water.

When using the past tense form of the be-verb there are some exceptions. The verb changes form
depending on the subject (was/were). Did isn’t necessary with the be-verb to make questions or

the negative.

1 was tired. / Amy was tired. / We were tired. / You were tired.
Where was the suitcase? / Where were the suitcases?
Was the shirt blue? / Were the shirts blue?

He wasn’t there. / You weren’t there.

Hawe you tried this before? / Has he worked here for long?

We use the present perfect to:
Talk about something that started in the past and continues into the present.

We have lived in this apartment since April. (They moved into the apartment in April and
are still living there now.)

Talk about an action that has been completed multiple times in the past.

Peter loves that movie. He has seen if 16 times since last year.

Talk about what has or hasn’t happened up to the present. Add never to make a negative

statement, and use ever when forming yes/no questions.

John and Sarah have never been to Egypt.

Hawe they ever been to Korea?

The simple present is formed with the base form of the main verb. However, an agreement ‘s’
(He works. / They work.) must be added to the main verb if the subject is third person singular (e,
she, it, John, the car). When the main verb links the subject to an adjective, we use am, are, or is,

depending on the subject.

I like music. / He likes music.

Lam happy. / You are happy. / She is happy.

The car is blue. / The cars are blue.

When making negative sentences use doesn’t / don’t, or in the case of the be-verb use isn’t /

aren’t.

When making questions use do / does, or in the case of the de-verb use is / are. (An exception

being most ‘who’ questions).

She is tired. They are worried.

He doesn’t like apples. I don’t play the piano.
He is happy. The earth isn’t flat.

MODALS OF POSSIBILITY AND PROBABILITY

(may, might, could, must, can't)

We use modal verbs in combination with main verbs: modal + verb (base form).
Must is used to show that we are certain.

Wow, you are really sweaty. It must be hot outside.
Can’t is used to show something is impossible.

We can’t give him the job because he doesn’t have enough experience.

May, might, and could are used to talk about present or future possibilities. They can be used to
explore possible options for the future, to make suggestions in order to solve a problem, or to

guess about a situation when we don’t have all the facts.
After I finish university I may go abroad or I may try to get a job right away.
Your car might be having problems because the battery is too old.

The remote control could be in the couch.

May not and might not can be used to show that present or future possibilities are not likely. But

could not cannot be used in this way.

He may not graduate if his grades don’t improve.

They might not go on vacation this year.

GERUNDS VS. INFINITIVES

A gerund is a verb ending with —ing that functions like a noun. Gerunds can be used as subjects,

direct objects, subject complements, and as objects of a preposition.

Running is fun. (Gerund as subject)
I love running. (Gerund as direct object)
I never gave running a thought. (Gerund as indirect object)

Do you object to running? (Gerund as object of preposition)

We often use to + infinitive after certain verbs, especially thinking and feeling verbs. They have
lots of other uses including being used to show purpose, after certain adjectives, to give opinions

and more.

We'll focus on gerunds and infinitives being used after certain verbs because most books compare
gerunds and infinitives in this way. Just keep in mind that gerunds can be used in other places

instead of nouns and infinitives have other uses as well.

When gerunds are used after a verb, they can only follow certain verbs. Other verbs need the

infinitive (to + verb). Still other verbs can use both gerunds and infinitives.

I enjoy walking. (enjoy = gerunds not infinitives)
He attempted to run. (attempt = infinitives not gerunds)
She hates running. (hate = gerund or infinitives)

She hates to run.
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Some verbs such as stop, remember, forget, and try change meaning depending on whether a

gerund or infinitive is used.

Some verbs can take a direct object and an infinitive. The structure looks like: verb + direct object

+ to + infinitive.

She invited me to go to the dance.

We can use make, let, and help with the above structure but without the ‘to’.

He helped me finish my homework.

Not every verb ending in -ing is a gerund. A verb ending with —ing can also be a present

participle.

“The following questions attempt to elicit gerunds. The verbs used in the questions can take

gerunds but not infinitives as direct objects.”

“The next set of questions after the gerunds attempts to elicit only infinitives. The verbs used in

those questions can take infinitives but not gerunds.*

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MODALS OF NECESSITY

(must, have to, have got to)

Modals of necessity are used to show that something is necessary.

We use modals together with main verbs: modal + verb (base form). With have to and have got to

the ‘to’ is considered part of the modal.

Must is the strongest modal of necessity. It is most often used in writing. It is not commonly used

in questions.

They must check their bags before boarding the plane.

You must not smoke here.

Have to is the most commonly used modal of necessity. It can be used for questions. Have (have /
has) changes form depending on the subject in affirmative sentences. Do is necessary for

questions and negative sentences.

He has to go to work tomorrow.
T/Jey have to leave early on Sunday.
She doesn’t have to stay late.

Do you hawe to get a new phone soon?
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Have got to is used most often in informal speech. It cannot be used for questions. It is not
commonly used in negative sentences. Have changes form depending on the subject in affirmative

sentences.

We have got to get a new refrigerator.

He has got to buy some new clothes.

We only use have to when talking about the past. We don’t use have got to or must to talk about

the past. When talking about the past have to becomes had to.

He had to work all night last night to finish the project.

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MODALS OF ADVICE
(should, ought to, had better)

We use modals of advice to give advice and say what we think is a good or bad idea.

We form modals like this: modal + verb (base form). The ‘to’ in ought to is considered part of the

modal.

Should is the most common modal of advice. It can be used with questions, negative sentences,

and affirmative sentences.
Where should I park?
Should I exercise more?
You shouldn’t drink that milk.

You should bring an umbrella.

Had better is the strongest modal of advice. It implies that if you don’t follow the advice,

something bad will happen. It can be used with negative and affirmative sentences.

She had better not be late again.

They had better slow down.
Ought to is the least common modal of advice. It can only be used with affirmative sentences.

He ought to start jogging.

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COMPARATIVES

Comparatives are used to compare two things.
For one syllable adjectives: adjective —er + than
He is taller than his cousin.

For two or more syllable adjectives: more + adjective + than (to show the opposite use less instead

of more before the adjective).
This ring is more expensive than that one.

For adjectives ending in ‘y’: drop the ‘y’ and adjective —ier + than
She is funnier than him.

There are exceptions — good (better), bad (worse), far (further/farther), etc.

If the second person or thing being compared isn’t mentioned in the sentence, we drop than.
Which is more important, money or power? I think money is more important.

We can also use comparatives to compare one person or thing with all the rest of the people or

things in their group.

John is more diligent than all of his classmates.
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Comparative questions

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CONDITIONALS REAL WITH THE FUTURE (FIRST CONDITIONAL)

For all conditional sentences there are two parts, the conditional clause (if clause) and the

consequence clause (main clause).

The future real conditional / conditional real with the future / first conditional is formed with if
+ present simple for the conditional clause and the simple future will + verb for the consequence
clause. Will is most commonly used in the consequence clause. But going to, must, should, or an

imperative can be used instead of will.

If I finish my homework, my teacher will be happy.
If I finish my homework (conditional clause / if clause),

my teacher will be happy (consequence clause / main clause).

The first conditional is used when talking about something that may happen in the future. The
consequence clause is a realistic and possible outcome of the conditional clause. It is a ‘real’

possibility.

If you exercise, you'll be healthier.

If he doesn’t study, he'll never pass the test.

The conditional clause can come first or second in a conditional sentence. If the conditional
clause is first, a comma usually is put between the consequence and conditional clause. A comma

usually isn’t needed when the consequence clause is first.

My teacher will be happy if I finish my homework.

If I finish my homework, my teacher will be happy.

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WILL

We use the modal verb will + main verb to talk about the future. Modals are used by the
speaker/writer to indicate their feelings about the proposition that they are making. When using

the modal will, they are expressing intentionality or certainty.

In speech and informal writing will is often shortened to ‘Il for affirmative or won’t for negative

We use will to:

Make predictions or express certainty about the future.

Humans will land on the moon again in the next 10 years.

The sun will rise tomorrow.
Make offers or suggestions.

T'll belp you with your bags.

He'll get that for you.
Make promises, requests, warnings, or threats.

We'll help you paint your house.

Do your homework or you'll get a bad grade in the class.
Talk about a decision made spontaneously at the time of speaking.

Ob no, the car is almost out of gas. I'll stop here and fill up.
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Talk about what people want to do or are willing to do.

Will you help him with his math homework?

Sure T'll help him.

*The following questions focus more on the use of will to make predictions about the future. This

is because most books focus specifically on this use of will.*

We form be going to with present tense of be + going to + verb. The ‘be’ in be going to is often

turned into a contraction (She’s going fo... ).
We use be going to in order to:
Talk about intentions or things we plan to do.

I'm going to apply to universities next month.

The city government is going to build a new library.

Make predictions about future events, usually when we have a reason or evidence for our

predictions.

Don’t worry. It’s not going to rain. There isn’t a cloud in the sky.

He’s going to win the race. Look how far ahead he is.
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Be going to questions

What are you going to do after class?

Where are you going to go on your next vacation?

What are you going to do this weekend?

How are you going to improve yourself or your life in the next three years?
Where are you going to eat dinner tonight?

When are you going to retire?

We make the passive voice in the present (present passive voice) with the present tense of be+

past participle of the main verb. The form of be-verb changes depending on the subject.

We use the passive voice in the present:

When the person or thing (agent) that did the action isn’t known or isn’t important.
The best cars are made in Germany.

To talk about processes.

First, the rock is pulverized to produce a powder.

Next, the powder is compressed into a 5 cm thick sheet.

To sound impersonal in formal writing (e.g. news reports, scientific papers, etc.).
Interesting conclusions can be drawn from these findings.

When we want to show who or what did the action we use by.

This brand of wine is made by well paid workers.

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PAST CONTINUOUS

We form the past continuous with the past tense of be + verb with -ing.
We use the past continuous to:

Talk about a situation or action that continued for a period of time in the past and was completed

in the past.

The workers were repairing the roads last week.

My stomach was hurting after I ate that burrito.
Talk about two actions that were both happening at the same time in the past.

My roommate was talking on the phone while I was watching a movie.

The roofers were working on the roof while we were painting the walls.
Talk about an action that happened before, during, and after a certain time.

I was sleeping last night at 12am.

She was driving home at 7:30pm last night.
Talk about an action that was completed repeatedly in the past, but does not occur any longer.

He was smoking three packs a day.

They were having meetings 3 times a day.

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REPORTED SPEECH / INDIRECT SPEECH

from direct speech (“I am tired.”) to reported speech (He said he was tired.) the verbs, pronouns,
and word order usually change. When reporting normal direct speech we usually use say or tell.

When reporting questions, requests, orders, and advice we use other words.
Direct speech: simple present

I like ice cream.”
Reported speech: past tense

He said he liked ice cream.

If what was said in the direct speech is still true, the verb can stay as the simple present in

reported speech.

the verb. We usually use ask, tell, and advise to report requests, orders, and advice.

“Could you hold this for a moment?”

He asked me to hold this for a moment.

You should get more sleep.”

The doctor advised me to get more sleep.

“Take out a pencil and paper.”

The teacher told us to take out a pencil and paper

For all conditional sentences there are two parts, the conditional clause (‘if’ clause) and the

consequence clause (main clause).

The past unreal conditional / conditional unreal with the past / third conditional is formed with
if + past perfect for the conditional clause and would have + past participle for the consequence

clause.

If I had forgotten my homework, my teacher would have been angry.
If I had forgotten my homework (conditional / if clause),

my teacher would have been angry (consequence clause / main clause).

The third conditional is used to talk about a past imaginary situation and the possible outcomes

of that imaginary situation. In reality the situation never occurred so it is ‘unreal’.

If I had studied something different in university, my life would have been very different.

If you had called me earlier, I would have picked him up.

The conditional clause can come first or second in a conditional sentence. If the conditional
clause is first, a comma usually is put between the consequence and conditional clause. A comma

usually isn’t needed when the consequence clause is first.

My teacher would have been angry if I had forgotten my homework.

If I had forgotten my homework, my teacher would have been angry.
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Would have is most commonly used in the consequence clause. But could have, should have, or

might have can also be used.

If the possible outcome of the imaginary situation is in the present we use the present conditional

would + present tense.

For all conditional sentences there are two parts, the conditional clause (‘if’ clause) and the

consequence clause (main clause).

The present unreal conditional / conditional unreal with the present / second conditional is
formed with if + simple past tense for the conditional and the present conditional would + present

tense for the consequence clause.

If I won the lottery, I would buy a yacht.
If I won the lottery (conditional / if clause),

I would buy a yacht (consequence clause / main clause).

The second conditional is used to talk about imaginary situations that are not true or are unlikely.
Because the situations are not true or are unlikely they are ‘unreal’. The unreal conditional does

not refer to the past; it refers to the present or to the future.

If I had a longer vacation, I would travel around Asia.

If I was an animal, I would be a squirrel.

The conditional clause can come first or second in a conditional sentence. If the conditional
clause is first, a comma usually is put between the consequence and conditional clause. A comma

We can use much and the with noncount nouns. Much is usually only used in questions and

negative statements. Much is rarely used with affirmative statements.

He doesn’t have much money.

The mail arrived an hour ago.

We can use some, any, no, and a lot of / lots of with both count and plural noncount nouns. Any
is usually only used in questions and negative statements. Any is rarely used with affirmative

statements.

Would you like some strawberries?

No, but I would love some juice.
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Sorry, but we don’t have any juice.
I suppose you have no milk either.
Actually, we have a lot of milk.

So you have lots of milk and a lot of strawberries?

Yes.
Do you any blueberries?
Yes, we have lots of blueberries.

Then I'll have a strawberry and blueberry smootbhie.

Some nouns are count and noncount nouns with different meanings depending on whether they

are count or noncount.

The woods are beautiful this time of year.

This house is made of wood.

Most noncount nouns can have a countable container included to make them act more like count

nouns. Usually ‘of is added after the container.

Can you get me some milk?

Can you get me three cartons of milk?

In informal language sometimes the container is dropped from the sentence and the noncount

noun is used as a count noun. This is often done when talking about food or drinks.

We'll have two cups of coffee.

Il have two coffees. (We mean two cups of coffee.)

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TAG QUESTIONS

Tag questions are short questions at the end of sentences and are used to confirm information in

the main part of the sentence or ask for agreement with the main part of the sentence.

Tag questions are most often used in spoken English.
We put a comma before the tag question.
If the main part of the sentence is positive, the tag question is negative.

You're hungry, aren’t you?

John texted you, didn’t he?
If the main part of the sentence is negative, the tag question is affirmative.

You're not hungry, are you?

John didn’t text you, did he?

If the main sentence uses an auxiliary verb (be, have, do) or a modal verb (should, could, will,

etc.) the same auxiliary verb or modal verb is used in the tag question.

Amy is going to be late, isn’t she?

We shouldn’t go in there, should we?

If the main sentence doesn’t use an auxiliary verb or modal verb, then we use do for the tag

question.
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They painted the house, didn’t they?

He walks to school, doesn’t he?

We use the same tense for the main part of the sentence and the tag question.

If we really want to know the answer to a tag question, we put rising intonation on the tag

question.

If we are looking for agreement, we put falling intonation on the tag question.

To answer tag questions, don’t worry about whether the tag question is negative or affirmative.

Just answer the base question.

You're hungry, aren’t you? — Are you hungry? — Yes, I am.

You aren’t hungry, are you? — Are you hungry? — Yes, I am.

The answer stays the same whether the tag question is negative or affirmative.

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USED T0, WOULD

Used to and would are both used to talk about the past. We use used to and would to talk about

things that started in the past and finished in the past.

Used to is used to talk about past states or repeated actions in the past. Did or didn’t show past

tense so if they are used, used to becomes use to.

1 didn’t use to live in an apartment. (past state)

He used to take the train to work every day. (repeated action)

Did she use to play video games in the afternoon? (repeated action)
Would is only used to talk about repeated actions in the past.

My friends would bring their lunch to school. (repeated action)

So we can use used to and would interchangeably if they are being used to talk about repeated

actions.

He used to take the train to work every day.

He would take the train to work every day.

Did she use to play video games all afternoon when she was younger?

Would she play video games all afternoon when she was younger?

My friends used to bring their lunch to school.

My friends would bring their lunch to school.
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But we can only use used to to talk about states in the past.

I didn’t use to live in an apartment. (used to, not would)

If an action happens only once in the past the past simple is used rather than used to or would.
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Used to, would questions

What would you do for fun when you were a child?

What games did you use to play when you were young?

Who would help you with your homework when you were in junior high school?
Did you use to get into a lot of trouble when you were a kid? Why or why not?
Whose house would you go to when you were in elementary school?

What snacks did you use to eat all the time but now dislike?

What restaurant would your family go to a lot when you were a child? Do they still go

there?

Are there any embarrassing fashion trends you used follow?

Who did you use to play with in elementary school?

What would you usually do after school finished when you were younger?
Did you use to build forts when you were a child?

Where would you hangout when you were a teenager?

What used to be your favorite toy?

What extracurricular activities did you use to do?

How would you get home from elementary school?

What are some things people used to do in your country but don't now?

What game did you use to play a lot when you were younger?
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FOR, SINCE

We use the preposition for to say how long something occurs. We use the preposition since to say

when something started.

They have been waiting in line for 2 hours.

T/Jey have been waiting in line since 1pm.

He has worked in this restaurant for 5 weeks.

He has worked in this restaurant since November.

Since can only be used with perfect tenses (past perfect, present perfect continuous, etc.). But for

can be used with all tenses.
He worked on his homework for three hours.

She will jog for 2 hours tonight.

He has been working since 7pm.

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WOULD RATHER, PREFER

We use would rather and (would) prefer to talk about general preferences and specific

preferences. They can be used interchangeably. Prefer can be used with or without ‘would’.
When we are talking about general preferences:
Prefer is followed by verb-ing.
1 prefer hiking.
Would rather is followed by the bare infinitive (just the verb).
I would rather read.
When we are comparing general preferences we use to with prefer and than with would rather.
1 prefer hiking to swimming.
I would rather read than watch a movie.
When we are talking about specific preferences:
Prefer is followed by to + infinitive (to + verb).
1 prefer to eat pizza tonight.
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Would rather is followed by the bare infinitive (just the verb).

I would rather take a taxi after we eat.

When we are comparing specific preferences we use rather than with prefer and than with would

rather.

1 prefer to eat pizza rather than seafood tonight.

I would rather take a taxi than a bus after we eat.
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Would rather, prefer questions

Would you rather be very beautiful/handsome and poor, or very ugly and rich? Why?
Would you rather be great at painting or programming? Why?

Do you prefer to eat at home or eat at a restaurant? Why?

Would you rather go to the beach or go to the mountains while on vacation? Why?
Do you prefer living in a city or living in the countryside? Why?

Which do you prefer, watching TV or reading books? Why?

Would you rather go to a museum or go to a club? Why?

Do you prefer hotels or hostels? Why?

Would you rather own a cat or a dog? Why?

Would you rather sail around the world or go into space? Why?

Which do you prefer, outdoor work or house work? Why?

Would you prefer to be very intelligent or very clever? Why?

Would you rather own a sports team or a popular restaurant? Why?

Do you prefer going out to parties or enjoying quiet nights at home? Why?

Do you prefer traveling in a tour group or traveling alone? Why?

Would you rather go someplace you know is good or a new place that might be good?
Why?

Would you rather save the lives of five people you don't know or save the life of one

person you do know?
